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Rucks ‘Mini 2’ 1v1

Max 1 players from
both teams on feet

contest the ball/ruck.
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2 Passes Minimum
Must pass twice after
restart/ruck, before
another ruck forms.

Scrum to opposition if not.
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Start Match
Tap off on halfway.
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Scrums
5 players, uncontested.
Closest 5 players
form scrum.

Around waist.
No ripping or tackling
the ball. Penalty for
ripping the ball.
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Tap and Go
